Portfolio basics requirement
· Did you have all the relevant plan and section

· Did you have relevant perspective? 

· Why those perspective/plan section are relevant of the specificity of your project?

Programs

· What is your program

· How well do you know your program?

· How can you demonstrate that you understand your program?

· How can you test that you understand your program

Mix: Your project is about mixing 2 very different programs.

· What did you gain (spatially, programmatically, socially…) by mixing 2 programs?

· How did you show that?

· How is your project better than having 2 programs side by side?
· Where in the fabric of the building do you show the relevance of mixing 2 programs?
Site

· How did you take advantage of the declination of the site?

· How can you say that your project will not work on a flat site

· Where is the sun and when? Why?

· How did you succeed to illuminate the center of the building?

Access

· How do you access the housing?
· How do you access the program?
· Do you have separate access? Why? or why not?
· Do you have, or do you need separate public and private access?

· Did you consider the declination of the site?

Ground

· How the structure of the building touch the ground

· How did you take advantage of the structure touching the ground?

Spatiality

· Why is your building spatially interesting?
· Why are the housing spatially complex?

· How the complexity of the housing inform the program?
Technology/ Structure

· Did you have a drawing showing an overall structural strategy?

· Did you have relevant details of the structure?

· How those details are relevant and specific?

· From a technological point of view, how the mixed projects inform the Structure, Materiality, Environment, etc…
Landscape

· How did you built up your site?

· How the building inform the site?

· How the site is becoming specific to your building?
Housing

· Why is your housing so complex?
· Why do you need a separation between private and public in the housing?

· Do you have a separate circulation for the housing and for the program?
Representation:

· Do you have a perspective

· How relevant are the perspectives?

· From where do you take the perspective?

· What are you looking at in the perspective?
· How the medium use for the perspective is relevant?
Model

· Do you have a model?

· What do you show with a model that you could not have shown with plan section or perspective?

· How relevant is the scale of your model?

· How relevant are the material of your model
